The purposes of this thesis are mainly two-fold. One is to show that
it is necessary to teach English through practical English including
classroom English in order to develop communicative competence of the
English learners. The other is to present an effective model for teaching
English through English only based on communicative activities in the
English classes in senior high school, and then to check if English
classes using English only are effective or not, by analyzing the
reactions to the questionnaire about what the English learners think of

teaching English through communicative activities.

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Chapter 2 examines briefly the principles of language teaching
methods such as ‘Communicative Approaches’, ‘Total Physical
Response’, ‘Whole Language Approach’, and ‘Task-based Language
Teaching’. All of them give us good theoretical backgrounds to teach
English through English only in senior high school.

Chapter 3 deals with the practical use of classroom English. The
definition and purpose of classroom English shall be looked at with
some tips for using and teaching classroom English. Chapter 4 and
chapter 5 study respectively an interaction between teacher and learners
and ways for facilitating dialog.

In the 6th chapter, we shall discuss various teaching models based on
communicative activities and present a model for teaching English
through English in the class or 1st year students at senior high school
in Korea. The teaching plan for one- year will be provided and the
results of teaching will be checked.

In conclusion, the English teaching model through English is not a
great help to many students, but it helps hardworking students improve
their communicative competence. I am sure that this kind of teaching
model will greatly help the learners improve a good command of
English if we go on using English, including classroom English, and
practical and communicative English for a few more years. I think that
the effect of this type of English class should be checked in a long

perspective.
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
