The purpose of this study is to provide the teaching process and method of
whole language teaching method using English stories and to verify the
effectiveness of this method.

To study the effectiveness of this program, this study compares the test
results of three groups of 5th grade students from three different elementary
schools. The test results were then analyzed by using a t-test. The three
schools have implemented a variety of methods for English education: an
English literacy program, a conversational English program and no special
program. Their programs have been in use for 1 year from March 2009 to
February 2010.

In Jeju Province of South Korea, the Jeju Self Governing School is a special

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educational policy that has unique authority to alter their curriculums at the
discretion of the principal. Experimental school (School A) and one of the
comparative school (School B) were designated as Jeju Self Governing Schools
and have been teaching special programs like English literacy and
conversational English twice a week along with the national English
curriculum as required by all Korean public schools.

The teacher of experimental group (School A) taught all 4 skills of English
using stories and literacy, focusing on the reading and writing skills. On the
other hand, the students of the first comparative group (School B) were taught
conversational English focusing primarily on listening and speaking. The other
comparative group (School C) is a typical Korean public school without any
special curriculum, relying completely on the national English textbook for
their English learning.

To verify the effectiveness of the literacy program, students took listening,
speaking, reading, and writing tests. The results are as follows:

First, the data of listening and speaking test between school B and school C
showed significant differences, but the difference between school A and school
B was insignificant.

Secondly, the data of reading and writing test between school A and school
B showed significant differences, but the difference between school B and
school C was perceived as insignificant.

The result of this study demonstrates that literacy programs using English
stories can advance the reading and writing abilities including vocabulary
awareness and sentence structure skills in the students. In addition, it can
advance the listening and speaking skills of the students just as well as
English conversation classes that focus on listening and speaking skills.

Consequently, I have shown through this research that whole language
teaching method using English stories is quite beneficial for elementary

students to develop the 4 language skills equally.
