The purposes of this thesis are two-fold. One is to examine the basic
meaning of humanism and to study the fundamental. principles of
humanistic education within the field of language teaching. The other
is to show how humanistic activities can be applicable to teaching
English in our classroom, by presenting several humanistic techniques
which encourage students to explore their feelings and emotions,

Humanistic education is generally concerned with two important aspects
of people.- the intellectual and the emotional sides. It is concerned
not only with increased language proficiency but also with the many

facets of personal growth,

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Thus, humanistic approaches to language teaching have emphasized the
students’ values, ideas, opinions, and feelings as well as their
experiences, They have recently brought to the teacher's attention to
activities for expressing students' feelings, sharing their concerns,
interests and behaviors with other students,

This study argues that students can communicate in new, deeper, more
personal ways through humanistic activities, which lead to develop
their communicative competence, and that some humanistic classroom
techniques should be required to improve their ability to hear and
speak English in middle and high schools in Korea.

In order to accomplish the goal, this paper examines the general
meaning of humanistic education and its significance within the theory
of language teaching in Chapter 2. In Chapter 3, Some characteristics
of four approaches to language teaching, which can be labeled
humanistic, are briefly studied. In Chapter 4, an up-to-date language
teaching theory, the Explorative-Creative Way is discussed with special
reference to its ten operating principles, In Chapter 5, several kinds
of humanistic classroom techniques are newly introduced considering
the interests, feelings, experiences and ideas of students, They are
"Likes and Dislikes Techniques’, 'Favorite Food Technique’, 'Name
Technique’, 'Family Album Technique', ’Famous People fechnique','Role
Play' and so on,

These classroom techniques are sure to improve students’ communicative
ability, giving them many opportunities to hear and speak English in

appropriate sjtuations.
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
