The aim of this study is to analyze correlation between the elementary
school pupil’s self-expression and the teacher-student relationship, and then

to provide the necessary, information to_instruct students in school.

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This study is conducted by a method of social research. I make random

sampling of 503 students of 6th grade in elementary schools on Cheju

island, who are divided into two groups : urban students and rural students.

Examples applied in the analysis are 480 copies at last. The analysis items

are opinion, interest, study. allowance control, emotion, appearance as the

lower factors of self-expression, and reliance, respect, perceived affection as

the lower factors of the relationship between teachers and students. The

data

for this study are processed by SPSS, a computer program.

The results of this study is as follows :

T

A pupil’s self-expression makes little difference by students’ locality.
Because they appear to have a tendency of being less shy in self-
express;ion by learing to express themselves in natural through mass
media regardless of where they live. Pupil’s self-expression, however,
1s different, depending on sex distinction. According to Vondracek’s
study in 1970, it indicates that boys are willing to express themselves
much more than girls. My study, however, shows the opposite result ;
girls like to express themselves much more than boys. Unfortunately,
there i1s a limitation in this study not to explain why the different

results have come out.

While 1t has no difference by personal characteristics in friendly
relationship between teachers and students, there is a difference by
regional groups in unfriendly relationship between them. The
relationship in a rural community is better than the one in a city
because students in rural areas have a lot of opportunities to make

contact with teachers, to talk to each other, and to understand each

other by narrowness of a region.

Accordingly, it is certain that pupil's expression affects the teacher-

student relationship in positive way.
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
