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Journals can be maintained in a notebook or on a computer disk.
Students typically write in class for five to ten minutes at the end of
a class period or at any convenient time during the day.
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Dialogue journals provide numerous opportunities for students to
see growth in their own writing ability. While the teacher's
evaluation of dialogue journals should not result in corrections of
student writing, you can examine the student's writing for topic
initiation, elaboration, variety, use of different genres, expression of
interests and attitudes, and awareness about the process of writing.
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Journal writing also can improve students' writing, enhance critical
thinking skills, encourage observational skills, and develop creative
skills.

How to Improve Communicative Competence

through Journal Writing Activities

The purpose of this study is to show how the English communicative
competence of the middle school students will be developed through journal
writing activities. This thesis argues that journal writing is an effective way to
teach students how to write and express their opinions using English in an
EFL classroom, and that the technique has much influence on improving their
English skills.

Journal writing activities are in accordance with the teaching principles

presented in the 7" English Language Education Curriculum in Korea for

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Middle School students. Journal writing activities are learner—centered ways
whereby students can work individually and on meaningful tasks. To
practically assess whether journal writing activities will enhance middle school
students' English proficiency, three hypotheses are tested.

As a subject of this study, 80 advanced-leveled students were selected.
Then 80 students were divided into two groups. Group I (40 students) had a
journal writing activity at the last period of each lesson for about 9 months,
and teacher feedback was given to each student's journal. Group II (40
students) also had a journal writing activity with a same title and theme, but
there was no teacher feedback. To examine hypotheses I how much teacher
feedback will influence the students' writing ability and speaking ability, Group
II had a journal writing activity without teacher feedback. The results of two
groups' evaluations showed that Group I with teacher feedback got higher
scores than Group II did. In case of Group I, teacher's feedback helped the
students reduce the number of their-ungrammatical mistakes in their journals.
The data of their mistakes gathered during whole activities showed that their
writing ability gradually had been improved.

To examine that journal writing itself must improve students' speaking
ability, Group I (40 advanced-leveled students) was selected for comparing a
difference of English abilities between two groups. Group III had no journal
writing activity. The comparative results of two groups showed that Group I
got much higher scores than Group II did. Futhermore, the scores of Group I
and Group II right after their journal writing activities were comparatively
higher than those before the journal writing activities in their class.
Accordingly, it was proved that journal writing was a very meaningful learning
tool to enhance middle school students' English abilities.

To prove the effectiveness for the betterment of communicative competence

and English abilities, their scores were statistically analyzed using an
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authentic statistic program, SPSS 10.0.

After the final journal writing activities, students were asked to fill out a
questionnaire. The survey showed students had a positive attitude about
journal writing activities. 90% of them answered 'yes' to the question, "Do you
want to continue to have a journal writing activity in your class?"

The survey also showed most students thought journal writing activities
were good way to improve their English abilities. To the question, "How much
did it help you understand English structures?", students answered it was very

useful and helpful.
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
