I . Methods of study ;
Questionaire made by researcher was used. It was divided into four
sections and twenty— seven item ———17 for teachers, 10 for students.
The resercher analyzed the response of the questionaires of 280 teach—
ers and 817 students who are in their second year of High S chools,
For the statistical analysis, I have used the percentage (% = for the
tendency of the concentration, and variety (P: level of significance ) by
means of Chi—-Square(Xz), whether there exists any difference between
thoughts of teachers and students about Club Activity.
The significant level of Chi-Square was understood by level of five

Percent.
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1. Teonclusion ;

The plan for Club Activities is made only by the thacher who is in
charge of Club Affairs regardless of the opinions of teachers and stu—
dents, so they take negative attitudes in taking part in these activ—
ities. Therefore, the opinions of teachers and students should be fully
accepted in planning of Club Management.

The systematization of the activies is limited by the situation of each
school or by the ease of management of it. But Club Activities that
should be centered of students®interests concerns, and hopes and school
administrators should support it so that it can be normally managed in
the field of administrationand finance.

Much of time allocated in Club Activities is misused by regular or ir—
regular school events and other main subjects needed in pPreparing for
entrance examination of university or vocational guidance. It is one
of the severest problems in the whole education as well as club itself.
Therefore the schools and authorities concerned ought to give a positive
measure so that Club might carry out its own aims,

To give an account of Club Activity to students in advance and to make
them understand the c¢lub that they are participating in deeply, we’d
better decide on “a regular club day” and each teacher should give stu-
udents enough orientation as to each elub beforehand.

After data should be collected widely and continuously, fair evaluation
should be made by a fair translation and judgement. To promote the
students® activities and to improve the problems in practicing the stu-
dents, it is also desirable to hold meetings through through which they

can express their abilities, interests, and desires.
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
