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Summary

The Study on Heroes in Korean Post-war Novels
(Laying Stress on Their Character and Will)

I searched in this thesis how the Koeran post-war novels reflected the tragedy
of the fractrcidal war and the confusion after the war, and how they formed the

esprit of creative characters as ideal human beings.

1) This manuscript covered the novels witten from 1953 to 1958 as the object
of investigation.

2) Seaveral volumes of controversial novels, written by the new generation
novelists who take interests in the actual circumstances at that time, are
selected at random from each novelist.

3) The world of post-war novels was created only by the new generation
novelists not by the new and the old generation novelists together.

4) The characteristics of the heroes in post-war novels can be classified into
tragic, nihilistic, and solitary features.

5) The heroes are the highly educated intellectuals in their social standing.

6) The heroes can be classified into outiders, recalcitrants, and humanists.

7) The typical works which represent outsiders are “Hyul-So ( Written in
Blood)”, “Saeng-whal-Jug(Existence)”, and “MiHaeGyul-eu Jang(The
Unsolved Field)” written by Son Chang-Sub, and “0O-Bal-Tan(A Bullet Fired
by Accident)” written by Lee Bum-Sun, etc.

8) The typical works which represent recalcitrants are “Babido” written by
Kim Sung-Han and “Hyun-Dae-eu Ya(The Modern Field)” written by Chang
Yong-Hark, ect.

9) The typical works which represent humanists are “Bul-GGot(The Flame)”
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written by Sun Woo-Whi and “Mo-Ban(The Rebellion)” written by Oh Sang
-Won, etc.

10) The characters are of value because they aim at some ideal and they
generally have each oriented will.

11) The present writer divided these wills into affirmative ones and negative
ones.

12) We can find the historical meaning of the Korean post-war novels in that
they were succeeded to the sixties’ novlelists and developed through their
endeavor to get out of the confused senses after the Korean War and to create
fresh future.

13) The research on post-war literature should be reexamined under the

Circumstances Koeran and it requires further studies.
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
