An Analysis of the High School English Textbooks
Published according to the 7th Curriculums*

The purpose of this study is to analyze the high school English textbooks
censored and approved by the Ministry of Education according to the 7th
curriculum. After analyzing the high school English textbooks, I will suggest
which textbooks are more suitable, what points should be emphasized and how
the adopted textbooks should be reconstructed to be used properly.

To provide the foundation for this research, Chapter 2 examines the main
points of the 7th English curriculum, its language skills and communicative
activities so as to offer the theoretical basis in analyzing textbooks. I give
careful consideration to the communicative function categories and to the
theories of the evaluation and selection of English textbooks introduced abroad
and I also observe the situation of the English textbook researches in Korea.

In Chapter 3, I select 6 types of high school English textbooks produced

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according to the 7th English curriculum and set the textbook analysis standard
1, 2 and 3 on the basis of the essential contents in 7th curriculum and the
textbook analysis theories.

Standard 1 is about the analysis of the unit structures. Standard 2 is about
the analysis of communicative function categories presented in high school
English textbook. Standard 3 is about the analysis of teaching four language
skills : listening, speaking, reading and writing.

Chapter 4 analyzes the high school English textbooks on the basis of the
standards set in Chapter 3 and presents the results of the analysis. The
results of the English textbook analysis are as follows : (1) Seen in light of
unit composition system, it is desirable that we present language forms
together with language functions for fluency and accuracy in communication ,
in spoken and written language. (2) It is desirable that we compose the unit’s
structure to present written language after studying spoken language. (3)
The composition of appendix must, include contents that are not presented in
the main text to help students make their own learning. (4) Various cultures
of the countries using English as a mother tongue must be presented in order
to adjust to the purpose of the 7th curriculum in which culture items are
added. (5) Various communicative example sentences must be presented for the
balanced elevation of communicative competence. (6) For the virtual
improvement of language skills we need to present learning process patterns
where language skills are closely associated with one another. (7) It is
necessary to present some creative activities such as small group work, word
games, Information gap activities, reasoning activities and role play for
interactive communication. (8) The tasks for each language skill have to be
repeated circularly.

Chapter 5, the conclusion of this study, summarizes the method, the procedure

and the result of the textbook analysis.
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
