It should absolutely be necessary to understand and teach English
vocabularies In order to develop the basic communicative ability
which is the goal of an elementary English education. Wilkins said
in 1972 that “without grammar very little can be conveyed, but
without vocabulary nothing can be can be conveyed.” This must
mmply that although we don’t know grammar well or we don't
pronounce perfectly, we can approximately express ourselves in
English if we just know necessary vocabularies.

Therefore  on the basis of theories on language teaching and

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learning for developing vocabulary power, 1 systematically analyzed
in accordance with grades and steps the 578 basic vocabularies
which had been showed in the 7th national curriculum, picked up
good points from the respective theories, and then 1 presented the
basic vocabulary teaching methods to effectively apply them to the
English class of elementary schools in Korea.

In chapter 2, I looked over the necessity of teaching vocabulary,
teaching and learning theories of vocabulary and the criteria of
selecting basic vocabularies.

In chapter 3, after dividing 578 basic vocabularies into function
words and content words and then classifying content words into
concrete words and abstract words, I recognized how to select the
basic English vocabularies and what is the problem in choosing
them in elementary school.

In chapter 4, I discussed two Kkinds of basic vocabulary teaching
methods, the teacher—centered teaching method and learner—centered
one, and I also divided the former into three steps, such as the step
of conveying, checking understanding and consolidating. Focusing on
the second step of checking understanding, I tried to suggest the
effective ways of teaching basic vocabulary in elementary school.
The results of study can be summarized as follows.

First, it 1s desirable to teach content words together with function
words, such phrases as ‘a pen, ‘a glass of milk’ and ‘a piece of
bread’.

Second, basic vocabularies should be taught based on subjects such
as body, food and clothes and so on.

Third, we have to use authentic materials such as fairy tale books
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and picture books when teaching vocabularies indirectly.

Fourth, we have to take 3 steps of teaching vocabulary, what is
called 3C, conveying, checking understanding and consolidating,
when teaching vocabularies directly.

Fifth, in the step of conveying, it is very effective to use realia,
pictures and mimes, including the techniques, relationships between
vocabularies, vocabulary webs, contexts, etymology, affix and the
like.

Sixth, in the step of checking understanding it is most desirable
that we remake up learning activities in accordance with the
respective grades and we develop lots of vocabulary teaching
methods, 1.e. missing words, connecting, odd things out, hidden
pictures, following directions, words in order, speaking verbs,
speaking nouns, speaking  articles,  speaking about pictures,
comprehension check up, extending vocabulary, compound nouns,
context clues, completing sentence, first cross words, completing
sentences.

Seventh, in the final step of consolidating we have to teach
vocabularies to stimulate much interest and motivation through

chants, songs, plays and games.
