The Study on Socialism in the Third World

This study has for its object to consider two problems mainly. One is why nations
of the third world would adopt socialism as a program for development ideology. The
other is how their socialism has been developed in all Asian nations which have different
cultures and religions from nation to nation, and what the realities and the prospects
of thier socialism is.

Through referring to secondary records and data, this research was completed by
using a historical method and the comparative method.

Unlike western developed nations, nations of the third world cannot afford to enjoy
a feeling of satisfaction physically and mentally in view of their domestic affairs. Because
newly emerging nations have adjusted themselves well to an imitation or introduction
of western political structure and economic system in their post-independence, they have
been reduced to extreme poverty and disorder. Therefore, for working out the various
problems with which newly emerging nations are confronted, political structures and
economic system fit for them is keenly required. High priority must go to making rapid
economic growth for this. Most of the national leaders of the third world considering
their national development as being connected to erasing colonialism, so the nationalism
for which they claim to stand is based on anti-colonialism, consequently nationalism is

connected with anti-western emotion and anti-capitalistic development model. Also, na-

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tions of the third world have not clung too much to class strife, and have laid emphasi;e.
on overcoming a bread-and-butter fate, that is, building up developed nation rapidly.
In other words, they have thought that national development could be achived through
other ideology than Marxism-Leninism. Here the their developmental ideology raises
its head in a thrid way.

Nowadays, socialism in the third world has opened up by connecting with nationalism,
and has been widely spread, but a very selective reception. And as a rule, socialism in
the third world has not inclined toward ideological straight forwardness and has come
out with such practical character as developmental ideology. The term socialism used
in the third world is fundamently no more than external imitation and can be said to
strongly contain a way to break actuality and to develop the nation. Recently, socialism
in the third world has lost its booting and can’t achieve the expected end, as it is.

The national elite in the continent of Asia believed, above all, that the sovereign in-
dependence of anticolonial movements and self-supporting economy of antifeudalism and
security of national unification were basic factors important to national development.
Because no subjective force has taken change of these works, using national movement
in a new way by them is the power that is pushing these works forward. An ideology
called socialism comes from this movement, it develops a tendency toward religious
socialism mainly based on their native religion.

a) In the case of Burma, Ne Win reformed U Nu’s Buddhist socialism into a Burmese
form of socialism holding on to the closed system by severe nonaligned neutrality policy,
however it has changed somewhat the practiced policy line from 1970 forward. But hav-
ing some points at issue, the Burmese form of socialism is faced with boundary situation.

b) In the case of India, socialism was grow duller in color more and more by Indira
Gandhi’s strong authoritarism.

c) Indonesian socialism has lost its power in political affairs.
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
