An Analysis on Political Attitude with Senior High School Students in Jeju-Do

This study investigates some factors of political attitude of senior students
in academic high schools in Jeju-Do, such as political knowledge, political
efficacy, political trust, political participation and citizen's duty. The main
purpose of this study is to examine the stability of political system through
analysing the research data and to suggest some pedagogical implications for
better political education.

For this, 628 senior students attending academic high schools in Jeju-Do
were randomly selected and examined about political attitude by the means of
questionnaire based on the LS.R. questionnaire of Michigan Univ. in US.A.
SPSSWIN program was used for the data processing. In addition, t-test and
T-test were also applied to examine whether the statistical difference of
background variables has any significance.

The result of the analysis is summarized as follows.

In the general aspect, the students had higher scores in political knowledge
and citizen’s duty and also had average scores in political participation. As for
political trust they had the lowest ones.

The data shows that there are close relations in between gender, residence
and parents’ socio- economic status. First, with the regard to gender, girls

got higher scores in political participation than boys. Second, there is not any
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significant difference in terms of residence. Third, in the respect of parents’
socio-economic status, the students whose fathers are government officials or
have professional careers or are highly educated gained high scores in political
knowledge. The students whose economic status is upper class and also
satisfied with their social status were high in political efficacy and political
trust. Political participation was scored highly in the group which has high
economic status and also highly educated fathers. The students of lower class
family have strong sense of citizen’s duty.

According to the result of classifying the types of political attitude, the
senior students of academic high schools in Jeju-Do approach to dissent
political orientation.

The medium which affects most students' views on politics is firstly mass media,
secondly teachers and parents for the third.

This study gives us some valuable suggestions as follows.

First, the real interest and active participation about politics are not high in
school education, whereas the students have been well educated about political
knowledge and citizen’s duty. Therefore, schools need to provide students
with various programmes for more active participation.

Second, since parents’ socio-economic backgrounds give significant influence
on all the elements of political attitude, the ideal education for politics can be
achieved with the help of the political socialization involving hidden curriculum
as well as official one.

Third, there should be educational efforts to make mass media help the
citizens to have democratic attitude and perform the crucial and desirable part
in political socialization. In addition, the education which increases critical view
on the political facts heard or seen through mass media must be performed in
schools in order to prevent unconditional acceptance.

For the last, the clean and capable government and the policies based on the
welfare of its own people are the only thing that can improve students’

political trust.
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
