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Abstract

This study was carried out to compare the local names of plants used on Cheju
Island with their standard names and to survey on plants used for medicinal purposes.

The results can be summarized as follows:

1. The local names of about 509 species of plants on Cheju Island were investigated

in this research.

2. The local names of 51 species were same to their standard names.

3. For the medicinal purposes of these plants, roots from 39 species, fruits from 26
species, whole plants from 18 species, seeds from 17 species, leaves from 10 species,

and flowers from 8 species have been used as medicines.

4. Of 117 species used for folk medicines, 90 species have medicinal purposes for

internal use, 24 species for external use, and 25 species for other use.

5. Furthermore, it was found that 25 species have been used as medicines for the
respiratory system, 22 species for the digestive system, 20 species for the urinary
and reproductive system, 18 species for the nervous system and rheumatism, and

17 species for gynecology.
