Summary

Residence is very related with society and culture and human living. Without
exception, housing in Cheju has been changed by natural, social and cultural
factors.

And also measured the existing
houses and heard more exact explanation from the resident.

Although roof type and wall material was modernized, most of houses seems to
be built on traditional house plan of Cheju. It is necessary for more exact study to
gel more data.
