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ABSTRACT

A Study on the Employees’ Perception of Psychological
Contract Violation in Organizational Downsizing

As individuals join organizations, they form unwritten psychological
contracts with their employers conceming their rights and obligations in
their organizational life. However, downsizing which has become a
strategic practice in this turbulent business environments has greatly
affected existing psychological contracts perceived by employees of
business firms.

The purpose of this study is to  investigate the employee's
perception of psychological contract violation following employment
adjustment due to organizational downsizing.

Psychological contract was defined and measured according to
Rousseau (1989) as an individual’'s beliefs regarding the terms and
conditions of a reciprocal exchange agreement that outlines a set of
perceived employee and employer obligations.

For an empirical research, questionaries were distributed to 350
employees from 35 companies which have headquarters office in Seoul
and Kyong-gi area. 258 questionaries were returned, recording a
response rate of 73.7%.



The following figure presents diagrammatically the interactive model
specifying the relationship between employees’ perception psychological
contract violation and other independent variables like layoff,
organizational conditions and personal factors.

This study aimed to test following seven hypotheses:

H1. Hypotheses regarding size and procedural fairness of the employment
adjustment and efforts to avoid employment adjustment.

H1-1. The size of employment adjustment will be positively related to the
perceived psychological contract violation.
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H1-2. Procedural fairness will be negatively related to the perceived
psychological contract violation.

H1-3. Efforts to avoid employment adjustment will be negatively related
to the perceived psychological contract violation.
H2. Hypotheses regarding organizational conditions.

H2-1. Family-like organizational culture will be positively related to the
perceived psychological contract violation.

H2-2. Activation of labor union will be positively related to the perceived
psychological contract violation.
H3. Hypotheses regarding personal factors.

H3-1. Individualism will be positively related to the perceived
psychological contract violation.

H3-2, Tenure of service will be positively related to the perceived
psychological contract violation.

The results of a statistical analysis are as follows :

First, employees’ perception of psychological contract violation is not
related to the size of employment adjustment and the organizations effort
to avoid employment adjustment, but to employment adjustment itself. It
is greatly influenced by the degree of procedural fairness in employment
adjustment,
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Second, it was found that a strong family-like culture or an active
labor union in the organization does not affect employees’ perception of
psychological contract violation in any way. However, in case the
organization emphasized collectivist harmony, employees with collectivist
orientation tended to experience more psychological contract violation.

Third, employees with individualistic values orientation were found
to have stronger perception of psychological contract violation compared
to those with collectivist values orientation. However, the tenure of
service of the employees was found to have little influence on employee
perception of psychological contract violation.

From these empirical evidences we might draw several implications :

First, when organizations implement employment adjustment to meet
strategic challenges, they need to provide adequate explanations to their
employees about its necessity and the criteria in the selection process of
those being displaced. By doing so, it is possible to reduce psychological
contract violation experienced by the employees who are displaced as well
as those who remain in the organization, and also increase employees’
loyalty to the organization.

Second, as employees with individualistic values orientation have
stronger perception of psychological contract violation compared to those
with collectivist values orientation about employment adjustment,
organizations can take different approaches in dealing with these two
groups. Also, organizations can provide explanation about the reasons for
employment adjustment to each employee as well as involving employees
in the process of implementing employment adjustment, reducing employee
perception of psychological contract violation.

This study also has the following limitations:

A contract is a mutual agreement between two parties. Accordingly,
organizations also have expectations of their employees’ behaviors, and
they can experience psychological contract violation on their part.
However, the present study limited its investigation scope to studying the
perception of psychological contract violation of the employees. Thus,
future studies need to include the organizational side of psychological
contract.

The present study was limited to the study of the effects of a
couple of organizational and personal factors on the perception of
psychological contract violation. Development of possible additional factors
is required.

Finally, the present research study did not take time factors in
consideration. It is very possible that the perceived psychological contract
violation vary according to time elapsed after the events experienced by
employees. Future studies need to consider this factor too.
