Also frequently Beethoven replaced the minuet with a
Scherzo. which is a capricious, lively movement.
Beethoven used partcularly the fugue and polyphon- ic
in the Sonata form during the third period of his music
life.

He extended the range of transition, which is tonic to
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mediante. Beethoven's genius lives in his Sonata,
especially several works of the late period. With his
works of the late period, the Romanticism was opened
and a new horizon was inaugurated in the field of music.

In conclusion, this paper tries to help for interpretation
of playing, which is based on the analyzing the
constitution of the work for each Sonatas. The study
of music-composition on the analyzins Sonatas is now
common and indespensible to every music performer.
