Luther’s Educational Ideology in the Religious Reform Process

The significance of historical studies lies in accurate comprehension of the discipline
through criticism and reflection, looking back upon the past, and in building a better
future.

Religious reform was a turning point in the occidental history. This study has its
purpose in (1) examining the religious reform process by Luther, who was actively
engaged in the forefront of the movement at the period of transformation and chaos: (2)
collecting and making analysis of educational ideologies manifested in the process; and (3)
turning it into something helpful on the scene of education today. Martin Luther, a
religious reformist, had rather progressive educational ideas at the time and tried to put
the ideas into practice. However, his efforts and educational ideas did not come to light.
This aspect of not becoming known was considered to be something desired and was
brought forward as an issue.

Thereupon, first, Luther’s growing up process was looked at, the education and the
circumstances of the time that influenced him were investigated, and the process of his
religious reform was examined. The reasoa is that the aspect and behavioral scope of the
growth period have a grave influence upon shaping/forming one’s ideology, and that
religious reforms have been the motive for an educational reform. Second, his theological
ideas, the basis of Luther's educational ideology, were analyzed and the educational

circumstances of the period were touched upon. Since the pursuit of unrestrained religious
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freedom was the final target for Luther, his theological ideology was the important idea for
him and was the most profound foundation in establishing his education ideology. The
general educational circumstances of the time was necessary in order to formulate the
entire design of this study and to make comparisons with Luther’s educational ideas.
Third, the educational ideology of Luther was investigated in a concrete manner. His
educational purpose, content and various assertions for ameliorating environment, as well
as influence on modern education were examined in detail. This study deals with the
aspect that his educational conjecture was emphasized as universal and compulsory for the
benefit of all people.

It is akin to the idea that his theological ideology led all human beings to be able
to encounter the Divinity, getting away from the authority of Roman Catholic Church.

In the times when only an individual who aspires to become a priest could receive
religious edification, his asserted notion of public education, in which the general public
should receive both religious education together and occupational training with the expense
of government, would be his distinctive feat. In addition, this study contains many
elements such as insistence of the scholarship system, education for gifted individuals and
building libraries for improving the educational environment. it also includes his attitude
toward the education that he regarded the standing of an educator as important a position
as that of a clergymen.

His insight into education was clearly ahead of the times. Although he could not
systematically complete such educational ideas, His would find that they have much
influence upon educational systems of each nation in the world today. It became the basis
for modermn education. Luther is undoubtedly a religious reformist. His goal was a religious
reformation in all respects. His educational ideology could be regarded as an outgrowth of
the religious reform. Nevertheless, his contribution to educational history should not be
overlooked for such a rationale. Consequently, this study provides an entire outline: (1) the
opportunity to reorganize the concept of education in the process of recently chaotic
educational reform, looking into the Luther’'s educational ideology, and (2) re-evaluate the

influences Luther has made on the history of education.
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
