A Study on Pragmatic Meanings in the Middle School English Textbooks

-Focusing on Body Language, Speech Act, and Politeness-

The ultimate goal of language learning is to build up communicative
competence. As the concept of communicative competence has changed over
time, it is emphasized to have the competence of appropriate language use in
context beyond the literal meaning conveyance. To promote this competence, it
is essential for learners to understand the situational context in which
conversation occurs and foster strategies to avoid communication breakdowns.
For this reason, 'context-based communication' which concludes culture where
language is actually used, and 'nonverbal communication' which refers to all
communication without using language have a considerable impact on
communicative process. These are crucial features which should be considered
for language teaching and defined as 'pragmatic meanings' in this study.

The main purpose of this study 1S to examine how these pragmatic meanings
are being reflected in the middle school English textbooks by analyzing them,
one of the most important input materials to students. It analyzes pragmatic
meanings in the English textbooks in terms of body language, indirect speech

act, and politeness.

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First, it extracts body language elements that can be taught with language
functions presented in the English textbooks and examines the parts that the
textbooks specifically show about use of body language. Body language in the
textbooks is generally limited to simple insertions of several pictures without
details on cultural background or situational context where they are used.

For speech act, it utilizes Leech's theory on the relationship of direct and
indirect speech as an analytic framework and analyzes frequency of illocutionary
force based on the syntactic forms and pragmatic meanings. As a result, it
reveals that direct speech act accounts for nearly ninety percentage in the
textbooks.

Lastly, it takes seven linguistic devices for politeness as an analytic frame and
analyzes frequency of each device used in the textbooks. The result shows that
the linguistic devices for politeness are limitedly used and only several ones are
repeatedly presented.

In addition, the result of the questionnaire survey of English teachers shows
that most of them agree on the importance of pragmatic meanings and their
significant effect on communicative competence but their teaching is not carried
out well.

On the basis of the findings mentioned above, some suggestions are made in
the aspects of textbook development and effective teaching methods. First, it is
suggested that nonverbal features should be integrated with verbal
communication and reinforced throughout the textbooks with appropriate context
and background for future textbook development. Moreover, various interlocutor
relationships and situations should be introduced for learners to be exposed to
various speech act and degrees of politeness. Second, specific activities that can
be used in class are suggested in terms of effective teaching methods.

In short, in order to teach pragmatic meanings which are essential to
communicative competence, more specific context and appropriate expressions
should be provided in the textbooks for learners to experience various input
materials. Also, teachers need to actively teach pragmatic meanings by using

effective teaching methods.
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
