According to the enforcement of a full-scale Local Autononmy,
inhabitants’ demands expand more both in quality and quantity.

But Local Government’s supplying ability of public goods cannot
go vith them.

To meet increasing service needs, it is necessary for Local
.Government to expand self-supporting finances.

In this regard, checking and analyzing problems of Local non-tax
revenue and suggesting improvement methods will be effective appro-

aches for strengthening Local Government’s self-independent base.
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Non-tax revenue has strong returning inclination, therefore,inhabi-
tant’s frictions are wveak, but it has been ignored for a long time.

Basically non-tax revenue is desirable to develop and enlarge
stable revenue sources, along with giving benefits to inhabitants.

From this point of viev, the major purpose of this study is seeking
institutional side, laying stress on the ordinary non-tax revenue.

Methodologically, I practiced documentary investigation, positive
survey and intervieving simultaneously.

Problems of ordinary non-tax revenue are unreal rate level of charges
and fees by long term unregulated, the gap between benefit and charge
by unreasonable rate system, feeble management of local public property,
uncollected various kinds of approval and permission, revert unreason-
ableness accompanying peculiar financial operations of Local Government.

Problems of provisionary non-tax revenue are converse functions of
public property selling, insufficient managing system of disused funds,

inactivity for using local debt.
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Improvement methods of ordinary non-tax revenue,

@®regular rate coordinating of charges and fees via cost-price analysis
minimizes the inhabitants’ frictions.

@discrimination of rate by considering grant level and character,
minimizes backwvard flowing of income distribution effect.

®readjusting the laws and ordinances, entrusting fees revenue bases
of national committment work to Local Government.

@establishing local public property managing system and simplifying
loan procedure

®mninimizing the ordinary exemption of admission fees for inhabitants.

®reinforcing the exclusive responsibility of funds management post,
promoting efficient fund operation.

@collecting fees for various kinds of approval and permission.

®charging the stamp duty into a certificate stamp for Local Govern-
ment’s financial activities only.

@promoting inhabitants’ convenience, at the same time being able to
gain local public revenue permantly, expand small-scale beneficial
facilities.

@developing beautiful landscape and making revenue sources

@ levying occupation fees on utility poles and cables. Charging calcu-
lation criterion of occupation fees into official notice land prices.

Investigating illegal occupation to revenue sources.

®@developing beach resorts and making revenue sources.
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®constructing municipal parking building, expanding charge revenues.

Improvement methods of provisionary non-tax revenue,

@®to sell over local public property having needlessly, the others
seek positive using plan.

®to sum up contingency funds properly , to improve salary budgeting
system early management of disused funds.

@®to take special assessment and succeeding nature of charges into
consideration, to use local debt for local small scale of long cherished
desires. To exclude the Home Minister's approval authority from flot-
ation of a loan partially, and to induce inhabitants’ self-determinatic

of charges.

financial demands.
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
