In today’s world we cannot live without encountering information through
mass media such as TV and newspaper. Especially, TV gives local people
considerable useful information related to facts of local has been interest.

Cheju province developing greatly through tourism development and which
is why local mass media report articles related tourism. Local people are
influenced by TV as they encounter mass media such as TV every day.

2. Objectives

The purpose of this study is to find out if there are any influences that
change local people’s consciousness.

2) Theoretical Backgrounds: General concepts of tourism industry and
relationships between tourism industry and mass media.

3. Methodology

This study uses two methods, a theoretical approach and an empirical
approach. That is, domestic and foreign books and data were used for the
former and a questionnaire survey was used for the latter.

Five hundred local people on Cheju were given questionnaire papers of
which 457 were returned of which 415 were used for empirical analysis.
Frequency, Chi-Square, Anova and T-test by a statistical package, SPSS/PC+
were used to analyze each variable and to prove 3 hypotheses established by

the researcher.

4. Findings

Findings from the data analysis of the empirical survey are as follows:

1) Local people get more information of the tourism industry from TV than
any other mass media.

2) There were statistical differences in the quantity of information related
to tourism industry that local people get according to their jobs, place
of residence, and degree of tourism relating.

3) The degree of local people’s consciousness was positive.

4) The changes in degree of local people’s consciousness by TV were
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mostly neutral.

5) The degree of reliance on tourism industry information from TV was

positive.

5. Conclusion

A limitation of this thesis is that there are not many studies relating TV
and changes of local people’s consciousness toward the tourism industry which

made a comparative study difficult.
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
