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The educational system and the society as a whole are facing a crisis.

AS

our educational institutions have grown and developed, and as our society has

become rapidly changed and increasingly complex, we have left out a very

basic element in education—the humanization of education, To overcome such

a crisis. there emerged a new educational philosophy—community education

for realization of a educative society.

The purpose of this study is to make an overall literature survey of writings

and research materials related to community education, and theoretically

present the basics and tencts of a community education-oriented school.

This literature survey attempled to sum up the theories of community

education—concep:, purpose and process. It also aimed at summing up the
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viewpoints of concept characteristics, objectives of the community education-
oirented school and appropriate leadership for it, and then presenting a
cooperative system organization model between school and community for that
school to develop for performance of community education, In the end, it
tried to discuss various aspects of community education leadership, to deter-
mine those leadership skills and functions that are essential to success in the
community school education.

Community education is a philosophical concept which serves the entire
community by providing for all the educational needs of all community
inhabitants. It uses the local school to serve as the catalyst for bringing
community resources to bear on community problems in an effort to develop
a positive sense of community, improve community living, and develop the
community process toward the end of community self-actualization.

The community school makes maximum use of all available resources, both
human and material, in carrying out its program. It develops its curriculum
and activities from continuous study of pepople’s basic needs, and involves
citizens in that development, It integrates in so far as possible the commumty’
s educational, social, physical, recreational, and health programs for children,
vouths and adults. These integrated programs develop into a process, and the
process consists of two aspects, -delivery and coordination of community
services, and community involvement—one to achieve a balance and a use of
ali institutional forces in the education of the people, the other to provide the

inhabitants with a means to take part in planning and practicing all the
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educational activities of solving community problems. In such respects, the
community education oriented-school—the community school—is different from
the traditional one,

The essence of a community school education effort which moves toward
the educative society appears to be the development of systems which become
increasingly open, that is, have more and more direct interaction with the
community, both with the people and with other systems.

The open system organization of the school is required to promote
interaction hetween school and community. Openness involves at least the
communication, planning, decision-making. and resource allocation patterns of
the system.

An assumed model of organization in such a school as goes toward system
openness is designed, that is, 4 cooperative system organizalion between
school and community for realization of community education. This
organization pursues promoting quality of education—school education and
community education—through cooperation between school system and
community education council organized inside the school.

The core of the successful operation of this school organization lies within
the quality of leadership that implements practice of education programs
provieded for the student and the inhabitants. the community school educator
not only needs the knowledge of social and human behavior, but must also
begin to develop the technical skills needed for organizational management.

Though there is no specific leadership style that is appropriate for every

community school educator, there are leadership skills, such as
communication skills, the ablity to analyze and synthesize, human skills,
conceptual skills, that shape leadership styles which are effective for the
varied situations confronting the community educator.

This overall skill in style flex of the part of community school educators
will allow demonstration of the appropriate, particular leadership styles
necessary to function effectively as leaders.

The community school educators will accept and adopt the assumptions
discussed in this study when more evidences related to effective leadership
are presented through the practical researches which might have to be

followed.
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
