The purpose of this study is to examine the degree of conspicuous consumption among
adolescents, and to investigate the factors related to the propensity for conspicuous
consumption and the effects of self-concepty reference group, consumer education, and
materialism on the propensity conspicuous consumption of adolescents.

The data used in this study were collected through questionnaires on 604 adolescents
living in Cheju City. Questionnaires consisted of the questions related general
characteristics, self-conception, materialism, consumer education, reference group, and

conspicuous consumption.
The data were analvzed by using SPSS PC’ program. Statistics used for data analysis

were Frequencies, Means, Standard Deviation, One-way ANOVA, Pearson's Correlation and

Multiple Regression Analysis. Reliability was analyzed by the Internal Consistency Method.

The results of this research can be summarized as follows.

First, the propensity for conspicuous consumption of adolescents was high relatively in
clothing, shoes, and bags, but it was low in school supplies.

Second, the propensity for conspicuous consumption of adolescents in clothing and shoes
differed significantly according to their age and allowance and sex, in bags it differed
significantly according to their age and allowance, and in school supplies it differed
significantly according to their age. The propensity for conspicuous consumption of the
middle school students was higher than that of the high school students. The propensity for
conspicuous consumption of boys was higher than of girl’s.

Third, the propensity for conspicuous consumption of the adolescents in clothing differed
significantly according to family income, in bags it differed significantly according to
parent’s age and family size, and in school supplies it differed significantly according to
parent’s age.

Fourth, the propensity for conspicuous consumption of the adolscents in clothing, shoes,
bags, and school supplies was influenced by materialism and the reference group.

Fifth, according to the results of the Pearson’s correlation analysis examing simple
correlation, materialism of adolescents was significantly related to their allowance. The
influence of reference group was significantly related to their allowance and their parent's
age. Materialism was significantly related to the reference group.

Sixth, according to the results of the regression analysis examing the relative influences
of variables affecting the propensity for conspicuous consumption of the adolescents, the
relative importance of the variables in clothing was in the order of ; materialism, the
reference group, their age, and allowance, in shoes it was in the order of ; the reference
group, materialism, their age, and sex, in bags it was in the order of ; the reference group,
materialism, and their age, and in school supplies it was in the order of ;. the reference
group, materialism, their age, sex, and family income.

The most influential factor was materialism and reference group. In clothing materialism
was the most influential factor and reference group was the second influential factor, But In
shoes, bag, and school supplies reference group was the most influential factor, and

materialism was the second influential factor.
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
