The education of elementary school English reinforces listening and speaking
skills through various interesting @ activities  nowadays.

Teaching speaking skill with the introduction to family and surrounding can
achieve the aim that the education of elementary school English tends to implant the
interest and the self-confidence in learning english.

Chapter VI refers to the method of the study and the pattern of teaching and
learning. In proceeding the object of the study, six times of experiments were done

for ten students of sixth grade.

Chapter VII produces the results of the study and interprets their meanings in
terms of the new teaching speaking skills. The students take a positive attitude in
speaking skill with the introduction to family and surrounding. As a result of this
research, it 1is clarified that the elementary schoolchildren participate in

communication more lively with the way of inttroducing family and surrounding.

In conclusion, it can be suggested that games, plays and chants can fill in the
content of English class in third and fourth grade, while the students in fifth and
sixth can better improve their speaking ability through the way of saying what they

have already experienced.
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
