The purpose of this study is to research teachers’ understanding of
English culture for effective English culture teaching. We surveyed 134
elementary school teachers who work in Jeju. The questionnaire which
has 30 questions was based on preceding research and an analysis of
guide books for teachers.

The result of the study is like follows.

First, about the contents of culture presented in the teacher’'s guide
books for 3-4 year, the number of questions that teachers understood
more than 70% was 6 among 30. However, the number of questions that
the teachers understood less than 50% was 18 among 30, which implies
that teachers couldn’t understand more than half of the contents. But

Fidings indicate that teachers who have great interest in English and
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took advanced training showed a good result in the questionnaire. This
fact suggests that teachers’ interest and effort influenced on their
understanding of English culture. However, the research results indicate
that the teachers’ career record, has little influence. This implies that the
teachers have not been reeducated in English culture since they became
teachers, thus, education in culture for teachers is really needed.

Second, most teachers said that words and sentences suitable for the
specific situations are important in elementary English culture teaching.
They thought English and Korean expressions differ in the same
situation because of the difference of culture. So, they said knowing these
expressions is an effective way to understand English culture.

Third, most teachers said that they need more chance to improve their
knowledge of English culture in order to teach English to students in an
effective way. They also said that it is important to add the contents of
culture to the textbooks and secure the materials of English culture
teaching. That is, we need to revise the teacher education program for
teaching English culture and the textbooks for the contents of English
culture.

I propose the following based on the result of the study:

First, teachers should be interested in the culture and seek ways to
improve understanding of the culture. Second, teachers should have
opportunities to receive the training in the teaching of English culture.
Finally, I propose adding the contents of culture to the textbooks and

arranging for the materials for English culture teaching method.
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
