A Study on the Improvement of Elementary English

Listening comprehension is one of the primary skills to be acquired to
enhance communicative competence, the object of English education. So
far, however, it has been viewed as a passive skill that is naturally
acquired by exposing students to the target language and through oral
practices. But it's not easy for children to improve in listening
comprehension in Korean EFL context typified by an extreme lack of
exposure to the target language.

The purpose of this study is to examine what types of listening
activities are included in the elementary English textbooks according to
the 7th national curricula and how listening education is bring conducted
in elementary schools in an effort to find workable solutions to the

current listening education problems.

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Literature on listening education has been reviewed to define the
concept, characteristics and process of listening, and the 7th national
elementary English curricula have been analyzed to find out their
achievement standard and how listening education is being conducted.
And what sorts of listening activities are presented by elementary English
textbooks for grades 3 to 6 has been investigated, and a survey has
been conducted on elementary English teachers to obtain more detailed
information on how listening guidance is actually provided.

The findings of the study have the following implications:

First, perceptual listening education should be offered to boost the
overall listening comprehension of learners. Second, a wide variety of
listening practices are called for. Third, more intensive listening education
should be conducted, since the existing amount of time available for
listening input 1is absolutely inadequate. Fourth, better teaching
environments should be prepared to allow for individual differences and
boost the efficiency of listening education.

There are some suggestions concerning the above—mentioned issues:

First of all, teaching by words and sentences to offer perceptual
listening education and balanced opportunities for practice are necessary.
Secondly, a broad range of materials, songs and chants should be put to
use to ensure diverse chances for listening practice. Thirdly,
differentiated, level-based dictation is recommended to intensify listening
education. Fourth, given oversized classes and individual differences
among learners, language labs should be installed to create better
teaching environments and raise the efficiency of listening instruction.

To make English listening education more successful, teachers should
put sustained efforts into reinventing themselves to tide over various

difficulties and enhance the quality of education. Yet their efforts will be
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nullified unless our nation pays growing attention to generating better
educational environments. If teachers and educational authorities direct
more energy into offering better education, listening education will rise

to a higher level.
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
