The purpose of this thesis is to examine the theory and practice of
small group works through ability grouping within the English
classroom in elementary school, that is to study how the group
activities have an effect on developing communicative competence of
English learners, and on their interests and confidence in English.

After describing the necessity of small group activities through ability
grouping in chapter 1, I examined the theoretical backgrounds to small
group activities including the differentiated teaching activity in chapter 2.

In chapter 3, I showed subjects of study, analyses of actual
conditions, tools of study and ways of dealing. The subject of this
study was composed of 40 students who are in the 4th grade in an
elementary school located in Jeju city.

In chapter 4, I presented how to develop the contents of teaching and
learning method centered on small group activities in the deep and
supplementary lesson. That is to say, in the first section I analyzed the

textbook, picked up sample sentences and reconstructed the differentiated

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components according to the period. In the second section I selected
small group activities, made up teaching plans and introduced teaching
materials. In the third section I developed the teaching and learning
models centered on small group activities and presented examples of
applying them to teaching and learning in school.

In chapter 5, I presented teaching results accomplished by small group
activities. I analyzed the degree of interest and effectiveness of small
group activities through ability grouping by using questionnaires, and
the achievement of communicative ability was analyzed by oral and
listening evaluation.

In the last chapter, I summarized the contents discussed in the above
chapters.

First, learners preferred the small group activities divided into deep
and supplementary lesson. The works performed in the deep-levelled
groups gave learners much help increasing the self-paced learning
ability while the learners of supplementary group were given activities
suitable for themselves.

Second, small group activities through ability grouping helped students
to develop their listening and speaking skills and they had lots of
confidence in English conversation on the basis of experiences from the
small group activities.

Third, small group activities in every period helped learners have
much fun and interest in English and made it possible to turn to the

individual learning, the fundamental goal differentiated lesson.
