Co-teaching by Korean English teachers and native English teachers 1is
gradually becoming prevalent in elementary schools. This study examined
two elementary school English classes where co-teaching with a Korean
English teacher and a native English teacher was practiced, placing the
focus on native teacher and using the ethnographic methodology.

Four research questions are as the following:

1. What makes the native English teachers who I study win public

confidence as a good teacher?

2. What are the typical features of the co—teaching English class which is

guided from a good native English teacher?

3. What competency 1is required of an native English teacher in

Elementary school?
4. How should foreign language educators continue efforts to make

students improve their ability of English?
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This study was conducted in an English classroom of an elementary

school over seven months, using observations, interviews, journals and

analyzed data. Other data was collected through five video tapes that

recorded in the English classroom.

The results of this study are as the following:

1.

The two native teachers understand well the curriculum of elementary
school English and educational methods for elementary school students.
They understand the central concepts, structure of the disciplines and
the objective of each lesson. To accomplish the objectives in
curriculum, they adopt a text and recompose the text book.

The two native teachers understand well how students learn and
develop. They know that the stronger the motivation, the more quickly
a student will learn English. So they give motivation to students
through their activities. Also they give feedback regarding the
students’ English level.

The two native teachers adapt instruction for individual needs. They
start changes considering classrooms’ atmosphere. They understand
about the student-centered classroom and apply this method.

The two native teachers consult frequently with Korean English teacher
to find the good way to teach each lesson and allot a role in the
classroom. They maximize their ability doing complementary cooperation

with Korean English teacher.

. The two native teachers understand and use a variety of instructional

strategies to improve students’ English skills like task—based learning,
role-play, singing songs, playing games, reading English stories and so
on. They also teach pronunciation when students have trouble

communicating because of that.

. The two native teachers create a learning environment that encourages

positive soclal interaction, active engagement in learning, and
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self-motivation. So students feel free in the English class with the
native English teacher and they don’t hesitate to speak English.
However, the two native teachers make students observe classroom
rules and make the class effective with respect to division of time.

7. The two native English teachers have a good relationships with Korean
English teachers. It’s the good foundation of good co-teaching.

8. Students don’t have difficulty in communicating in English with the
native teachers. These teachers understand students’ wverbal and
nonverbal expressions well. They attempt many interactions with
individual students, with occasional errors.

9. The two native English teachers understand and use formal and
informal assessment strategies to measure the continuous intellectual,
social, and physical development of the learner.

10. The two native English teachers are reflective practitioners. They
evaluate the effects of their choices and actions on students by
themselves or asking a Korean English teacher. It makes them seek

out opportunities to grow professionally.
