This thesis aims to examine the effective methods of teaching English
pronunciation in primary school. In this study we suggest activity-oriented
communicative approaches to teaching English pronunciation, which focus on
teaching pronunciation in a communicative way, by relating the principles of
communicative language teaching to teaching pronunciation in primary

school.

Chapter 1, as an introduction, presents the necessity of teaching
pronunciation which can be an important factor in oral communication, and
teaching English pronunciation can be studied from the viewpoints of
improving accuracy and fluency of pronunciation.

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Chapter I deals with the theories of communicative approaches to
teaching pronunciation. Some limitations of traditional teaching pronunciation
and the useful way to recover those limitations shall be examined here in

this chapter.

Chapter 1l presents two types of teaching English segmentals, ie.

accuracy—focused activity and fluency-focused activity.

Chapter IV presents two kinds of teaching English suprasegmentals such
as stress and intonation. Classroom activities focused on accuracy and
fluency will be invoked to teach effectively pronunciation of primary school

students.

Chapter V suggests a model for teaching English pronunciation in a
communicative focus which is suitable for teaching English in primary

school.

In Conclusion, pronunciation teaching in primary school must begin with
practicing individual and isolated sounds such as correct production of
individual sounds and minimal pairs drill, and then put into meaningful
practice beyond the word level, sentence and dialog, by using accuracy and
fluency-centered teaching pronunciation, and go toward teaching
suprasegmentals through using pronunciation teaching in the dialog, chant

and role play.
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
