The Development of Reading Materials suitable for

The purpose of this thesis is to develop reading materials suitable for teaching
English in elementary school, which can be effectively used in the English class,
based on the goals of teaching English in the 7th national curriculum of Korea.

In order to achieve the goal, Chapter 2 deals with the meaning of teaching reading
skills in English education, with an emphasis on argument about when to introduce
the written language in elementary school, and examines the previous studies on
teaching reading skills in elementary school with the importance of teaching the
written language.

Chapter 3 analyzes the communicative functions, materials and vocabularies for
communication described in the present English Teachers’ Manual for the 3rd and 4th

graders in elementary school. It is shown in the same chapter that reading materials

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should be developed so as to meet the levels of their basic learning, extended learning
and supplementary learning suitable for learning standards of reading suggested in
the 7th national curriculum of Korea.

In Chapter 4, while developing reading materials adequate for 3rd and 4th graders,
I designed some illustrations matching with the scenes of fairy tales familiar to those
English learners, and then I classified the developed reading materials into 3 levels,
basic learning, extended learning and supplementary learning, after investigating the
reasons for introducing fairy tales and reconstructing the contents of fairy tales fit for
each unit of English textbooks for 3rd and 4th graders.

To conclude, this study was conducted to help learners of English be actively
involved in the English class, and to make them fun learning English and to induce
motivation for English, by developing reading materials into 3 levels which are
suitable for learning standards of reading-basic, extended and supplementary one and

by using them in the classroom.
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
