Korean Nationalism and the Tasks of Unification

This study is to suggest what the Korean nationlism as Korean unificati -
on ideology seeks out, Based on the review on the concept of nationalism,
I examined what the Korean nationalism ought to be as an ideology for Ko-
rean situation and what the Korean nationlism sought out as an Unification
ideology in terms of justification and means of umification.

This study is based on the literature survey in terms of normative app-
roach and historical approach, since the scope of study i1s confined to Kor-
ean nationalism as a ‘Sollen’ and normative things needed for Unification,

Nationalism is thought to be both an ideology and behavioral principles
which emphasize ethnic tradition, national interests and national accompl -
ishment expressed in ethnic group. Nationalism was a diminishing ideolo -
gy after world war II. However the requirements of nationalism is inc-
reasing recently, because of the increase of the role of strong nations amon-
g international politics, competition among nation-states and the uprising
of national consciousness resulted from modernization process, and the cu-
Itural conflict caused by frequent contacts between the Developing and De-
veloped countries.

Korean nationalism is different from other nationalism of newly indep-

endent countries in that Korea is a nation-state and pursuits modernization

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and democratization in the case of a divided nation.
Compared with Western nationalism as an ethnocentrism, Korean natio-
nalism is a resistance against strong outwards. Therefore Korean nation-

alism ought to seek out the autonomy, modernization, democratization a-

nd unification. Because these problems solved in terms of nationalism in-
fluence each other, the choice of Unification strategy affects other proble-
ms .

Korean nationalism as Korean unification ideology is thought to have the
goal culture in terms of justification of unification and the transfer cult-
ure which provides the means of unification. Problems of Korean umific -
ation on which Korean nationalism is based are as follows:

1. According to the theory of divided nations, Korean division is a m-
ixed form of international and intranational conflict and is unsafe.

2. Even though Korean Question as an international affair is under f-
our neighboring powerful nations, there is a kind of Koreanization of the
Korean Question in a restricted sense.

3. While unification policies of North Korea are a kind of proletari-
an revolution by military means, those of South Korea seek out the unif -
ication of nation as a whole based on national unity.

4 . Even though the unification policies of Korea are based on nationa -
lism, there have been weak efforts on unification in that the organization
and democratic participation are not sufficient for unification policy plann-
ing. The tendency of discussion on domestic affairs in terms of internat-
ional politics and the emphasis on national security also cause weak endea-
vours on unification, while there is a hostility toward North Korea.

In conclusion, the tasks of Korean nationalism as unification ideology
are as follows :

For Korean unification, the increase of denial capabilities which are ab-
le to get rid of international obstacles and the continuity of ideological
compatibility for the reinforcement of international relations are needed in
terms of foreign relations, and further we must have the agreement capab-
ilities in order to utilize international influences. Domestically, there are

needs of an unity and a consensus among Korean people which are able to
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persuade North Korea to be an the road to unification in the sense of natio-
nalism. Upon the above discussions Korean nationalism must seek out

(1) the establishment of Korean nationalism as goal culture, (2) democr-
atization, (3) the realization of self-sufficient domestic econamy ,(4) the d-
evelopment of comprehensive policy for North Korea, and (5) the diplomatic

efforts for Koreanization of the Korean Question.
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
