The purpose of this study lies in taking into consideration of two former Korean
presidents, Syngman Rhee and Jung Hee park, specially their characters and their
influence upon the leadership.

president Rhee, born as the sixth generation of only sons in the aristocratic class, grew
up in the atmosphere of his families’ love and cordial custody.

From childhood onward to his youth, Syngman Rhee was mainly under his mother’s
influence, so he got a faminine view of the world, which was equalitarian, autogenous and
oriented for alteration. On the one hand, this background of his history reflected
amorpatriae, but on the other, it made him dogmatic, stubborn and egoistic in
understanding the world.

Former president Park,Jung Hee grew up in a large family, which made him behave in
a diligent manners and with endurance to be approved of his value of existence. He was
a man of strong personal character, which formed the results of his childhood experience.
Military political culture was added to his personal character formed during longterm
service in the army. He had executive ability, especially command ability in the army, so

he was an administrator oriented politician making an effort to achieve realistic ends, and

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wished for pragmatic results. Two leaders were apparently different in their family
environment and in experience during their adolescent. But, the common denominator of
their personal character was authoritarianism. This personal character, authoritarianism,
had a great influence upon their ruling style, policy at the process of enforcing that policy.

Presicent Rhee went through a bed patch in his early presidential period, because hes
party was weak against the opposition in the National Assembly, Due to this situation, the
confrontation between the Executive and the National Assembly was abrasive. But later,
two sides became a balanced power, as the ruling Democratic party overwhelmed the
opposition party. After getting stability in internal power, president Syngman Rhee
concerned himself with anti-communist ideology and foreign affairs.In the case of
president Park Jung Hee, from his early stage of away onward, he could easily establish
to enforce his policy, because the Democratic Republican party seized power in the
National Assembly. In other words, there was no confrontation between him and the
National Assembly in the respect of administration except for political problems. During
that time, his policy-oriented ideology focused on modernization.

Two leaders showed the same ruling style, that of authoritarian leadership. President
Park was a Bureaucratic administrator. President Rhee was toppled from the throne with
many victims of the April 19 Revolution. He revised the constitution twice during his 12
Year ruling period. President Park succeeded Rhee’s pattern so that the concentration of
power in the president became stronger than ever and his desire for power led to the
Yushin(Revitalizing Reforms)system, which resulted in long ruling period, and which
flamed the resistence of the opposition forces of the dissidents. Both president Park’s life
and his presidential seat come to an end in 26, October, 1979. An authoritarian system
cointaminates society with corruption and abuse of power by the minority brings about
political disoder which is not controlled until a new leader appears.

Now, it's time for us to lead the democratic statecraft with coolheadedness, throwing
away authoritariansm.

We have seen the importance of leader for our nation’s dstiny. Thus, it should be
emphasized that the leader’s function is most crucial in order to accomplish democratic

development.
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
