A Study on the Improvement of Hotel Room Quality

Tourists spend much money for traveling. Generally the expense for
lodging and moving takes the most of the amount. In this point, service
quality for hotels 1s very important for not only those who stay in hotels, but
also hotel managers. Hotel managers should realize the customers’ attitude
toward service quality which changes as the customer learns more about
service or as his or her standard of living raises., Hotel managers should
also check if there are any problems such as long waiting at the front desk,
unkind service by employees, language problem, providing a room that
customer doesn’t want, undelivering message and etc.

The purpose of this study is to find what factor among the personnel
service, the physical service and the system service is more important in the
room quality of hotels,

To accomplish this purpose, 350 visitors of Cheju were given
questionnaires for five days from the 26th to 30th of Qctober, 1999. And all

of them was returned of which 317 were used for empirical analysis.
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This study consists of 5 chapters:
(1) Introduction
(2) Theoretical Backgrounds : Service Quality
(3) Theoretical Backgrounds @ Factors which have an effect on the
quality of hotel rooms
(4) Empirical Research

(5) Conclusions.

Frequency, Reliability, Factor, Correlation, Regression, T-test and Oneway
ANOVA by a statistical package, SPSS for Windows (Release 8.0) were used

to analyze each variable.

The study can be summarized as follows:
(1) The most important factor in the personnel service is smile, clean room in

the physical service and security system in the system service.

(2) The most important factor which have an effect on the quality of hotel

room is "clean room” in the physical service.

(3) Married women, ones with high school background, ones who stay in a
high class hotel(luxurious hotel) or condominium satisfied with the quality

of rooms.

(4) Hotel should be in harmony with the personnel service, the physical

service and the system service,

(5) There may be introduced new system which customers can have a choice

to carry their own bags so that they do not have to worry about tip for
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hotel employees.

Limitations to this study are as follows;

(1) Tools to measure room quality have still been developing.

(2) Samples of data were collected only at Cheju International Airport, so

the results of this study may have the limits of application.

(3) Samples of data were collected at the specific period which

honeymooners are main tourists,
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
