A Study on the Effects of Budgetary Participation Level

on Motivation and Performance of Hotel managers
-For the Case of Tourist Hotels in Cheju-

The study is aimed to investigate the effect of budgetary participatiopn level
on motivation and performance of hotel managers. For this, the study reviewed
the theories related to the study, and developed some research hypotheses, then,
colleted data on the budget of tourist hotels in Cheju. Finally, a sample survey
was done in order to examine the hypotheses, with a structured qustionnaire.
An administrative qustionnaire was distributed to 300 managers of tourist hotel,
197 qustionnaires were collected. The fieldwork was done for 3 weeks.

The data collected from the sample survey run on SPSS statiatical package.
The analytic techniques employed were frequency distribution, one-way
analysis of variance, and path analysis.

The research framework was diagrammed as below.
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The hypotheses the study employed were as follows.

1. The determination of achivement, recognition, advancement, work-itself,
and responsibility will be different according to budgetary participation
level.

2 The determination of performance will be different according to motivation.

3. Budgetary participation level will affect the determination of performance
through motivation.

The study results are summarized as follows.

First, the hypothesis 1 was proved to be valid. The determination was
identified to be of a positive way. It was identified that recognition was
determined most strongly by budgetary participation level, and followed by
responsibility, work-itself, achievement, and advancement.

Second, the hypdthesis 2 was partially proved to be valid. That is, of the
five motivators, work-itself and recognition were the factors determining
performance in a positive way.

Third, the hypothesis 3 was partially proved to be valid. In details, budgetary
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participation level determined directly performance. However, budgetary
participation level showed a different causal mechanism when the motivators
were controlled. In details, budgetary participation level determined significantly
performance through recognition and work-itself when the motivators were
controlled. In particular, it was identified that budgetary participation level and
five motivators explained 61.1% of the total variance of performance as a
dependent variable. This means that the remaining 389% of performance are
explained by other factors which are not coverd in the study.

In conclusion, budgetary participation is an important factor determining job
satisfaction, and proceeds to improvement in performance. The result advise
that the top manager of hotel should try to establish an institutional device for
general managers to participate effectively in budget.
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
