A Study on Advertising Effect of Models for Cosmetics

- Focusing on the college woman students market -

Summary

Today, advertising is very important in just about every field but for a
company, it is a particularly potent promotional tool in promoting the growth
of the company and that is .why over 4 trillion and 9 hundred billion Won
was spent in 1995. For such expenditures, these companies expect results in
relation to amounts spent.

In advertising, the role of the model is very important because the image
that consumers have of the model can be linked to the purchase directly.

The purpose of this study is to consider the improvement of advertising
effectiveness by observing the relationship between advertisement effect and
the influence of such variables as advertising models.

To accomplish this purpose, 400 Cheju Province college women were given
questionnaires of which 375 were returned of which 329 were used for

empirical analysis.
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This study consists of 5 chapters:
(1) Introduction
(2) Theoretical Backgrounds : Advertisement
(3) Theoretical Backgrounds : Advertising Models
‘(4) Empirical Research

(5) Conclusions.

Frequency, the T-test, Oneway ANOVA and Cross-tabs(Chi-square:x?) by
a statistical package, SPSS/PC+, were used to analyze each variable.

The study can be summarized as follows:

(1) The advertising effect is different according to the type of model. That
is, advertisements using well known models are more positive to college

woman students than is the effect of new/unknown models.

(2) College woman students whose involvement in the use of cosmetics
is high, consider the model more importantly than that of college woman

students whose use of cosmetics is low.

(3) The images of companies producing basic cosmetics that college
woman students use differ according to the degree of importance users place
on advertising models. That is, companies such as Taepyongyang and
Hankuk are the favorites for basic cosmetics by those users who consider
models important and Hanbul and Juria are the favorite companies for the

women who place less importance on models.

(4) Popular models favored by those positive to "A” company are Kim

Ji-ho, Sim Un-ha, Chae Si-ra, Kim Hyae-su and Lee Seoung-yon(in that

order) and popular models liked by those negative to "A” company are Kim

Ji-ho, Lee Seoung-yon, Shin Un-kyong, Chae Si-ra, respectively.

(5) New/unknown models favored by those positive or negative to "A”
company like are Lee Yong-ae, Kim Hee-son, Yun Jong and Chi Su-won, in

that order.
Limitations to this study are as follows:
(1) Samples of data were collected only in the Cheju area, so the results

of this study may have the limits of application.

(2) The material used in this study is advertising in magazines and

advertising via other media such as television was not considered.

(3) College woman students in their 20s were given questionnaires so

future studies of other ages should be made.
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
