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A jazz chant is the rhythmic expression of standard American
English as it occurs in a situational context. The jazz chants
included on Small Talk and on its accompanying cassette are
designed as a language tool to develop students’ appreciation of

the rhythm and intonation patterns of American English.

Just as the selection of a particular tempo and beat in jazz may
convey powerful and varied emotions, the rhythm, stress, and
intonation patterns of the spoken language are essential elements

for the expression of the feelings and intent of the speaker.

In performing the chants, students are also learning to
distinguish difficult vowel and consonant contrasts while they are
actively engaged in a verbal exchange that can easily be used in

their own lives. 10)

The purpose of this study  is -to design  songs and chants for
elementary school students and prove how effective they are in
teaching and learning English in the classroom.

To accomplish this purpose, I classified activities using songs and
chants into five types: listening activity, speaking activity, vocabulary
activity, reading activity, and writing activity. I also subdivided the five
types of activities into 15 categories, such as total physical response,
words strip arrangement, word swatter, song cards arrangement, pattern
drill, gap-filling, survey, vocabulary prediction, drawing the song,
changing the words, rhythm and stress, alphabet mosaic, song posters,

crossword puzzle, and making a picture book.

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The subject of this study was one class of forty-one students in the
fourth grade at Noh-hyung Elementary School in Cheju, Korea.
Experimental lessons were given them by me for over 18 hours.

According to in the elementary school curriculum of English,
process—centered performance assessment is more recommended than
product-centered assessment. Thus, I used several ways to evaluate
learners’ learning process: observation evaluation, self-evaluation,
mutual evaluation, interview, and questionnaires. From those various
ways, several conclusions were drawn.

First, students came to be interested in learning English after they
had learned songs and chants with various activities than just an
existent rhythm-centered activity.

Second, English teaching methods through songs and chants with
various activities were very effective in increasing learners’
understanding, interest, confidence of songs and. chants, and confidence
toward English.

Third, before the experimental lessons, students had preferred playing
games to learn English, but later they preferred learning English
through activity—-centered songs and chants.

Fourth, after learning English through songs and chants with various
activities, learners believed that songs and chants could help them

increase their listening and speaking skills of English.
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
