Then, the aim of foreign language learning is to practise the fo-
ur skills, that is to say, hearing, speaking, reading and writing.



To develop these four skills, rapid oral drill is very effective for
the bigimers and a number of model classrooms have to be set up toset
up to try out the new teaching materials and special training., The chi-
Idren should form a habit of thinking in the foreign language, too.

The individual teacher must adapt its techniques to his purposes, to
his own personality, baving regard to their age, interest , situation and
their educational needs,

In short, the teacher introduce children to a second language inthe
early grades of the elementary school, using new methods and materials
suitable for lower age groups,

But in Korea the case is different, so it will be proper and eff-
ective for the beginners to learn foreign language in the 5th and 6th
grades in elementary school,

We concluded that foreign language learning should start before the
teens in the elementary school, because chileren learn languages better
and more easily than adults,
