English has been used as a standard language for human beings, and it is the most
important instrument to communicate internationally.

So as to keep pace with the times, we have to teach English thoroughly from the

early period of leaming by way of a well-thought-out program.

We have already started to teach English as a compulsary subject at an elementary
school in Korea, and it will also be taught to grade 6 students in 2000.

We have to let children learn English naturally through linguistic games, and we have

to give them many chances to speak English in situations similiar to those where
they learn their mother tongue.

This thesis aims to discover the effective English teaching methods through songs,
games, and story book reading, and to stimulate English education.

Recently we have a lot of teaching methods and materials connected with early English
education by the trend of early English education, but we need an organized program
for using these. We have to research effective teaching methods continuously.

First, this thesis will deal with the methodological background, merits and demerits of
early English education.

Second, it will refer to the importance of training professional teachers, researching

effective teaching methods, and supporting sub-materials.

Finally, the practical teaching process for early English leamers will be examined in
detail.
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
