The purpose of this study is to identify the effects of using Konglish on
motivating English Learners. The hypothesis is that Konglish would give
motivation to low level Korean high school students who study English as a
foreign language. Also, it would lower the anxiety and make them concentrate
on their studies with interest.

As proved by a lot of studies, motivation is very important in learning a
language. Many vocational high school students tend to lose their confidence and
motivation on learning English because they decided to enter a vocational high
school due to their bad records. This makes many students afraid of and shrink
from learning English. They think English textbooks and materials are not
interesting and easy.

The word "Konglish" is made up of "Korean" and "English" as a blend. Konglish
1s a variation of the Korean Language mainly influenced by English, which a
native English speaker might not understand. Some previous studies about
Konglish deal with the negative effects of Konglish on learning English and
indicate that English teachers should correct it. Now, however, Konglish appears
openly in our daily communication and Korean people accept it naturally. This

study focuses on the role of Konglish; how using familiar materials to catch

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leaners' attention can help them to start speaking English without anxiety.

To achieve this purpose, this experiment was conducted on 60 students in two
classes of the second year in a vocational high school on Jeju Island. The
participants in these two classes were of different levels; class A consisted of
35 high level students and class B contained 25 low level students. This was
carried out over 5 weeks. For this experiment, 30 words including Konglish
were selected. The students took part in English reading, writing, and speaking
activities by using these words. Another 30 words from some middle school
textbooks were selected for comparison and the students did the same activities.
The evaluation instruments are as follows:

Interest in English studies, confidence in the subject of English, and attitude for
learning English were evaluated. They were measured by questionnaires before
and after the experiment and interviews. This study was structured using the
same pretest — posttest design. The questionnaires consisted of 15 multiple
choice questions. The interview was conducted on 10 students in each
experimental class. The students were asked questions about the class using
Konglish.

The results from this study were as follows:

First, students' interest, confidence and attitude in English improved by using
Konglish. Also, students' anxiety toward the language was reduced.

Second, Konglish activities motivated the students to learn English more actively
than before; class A students found out that they needed to study more
vocabulary and class B students really wanted to practice the English reading.

In conclusion, using Konglish was effective on motivating the students to study
English even though there were some Ilimitations which had affected the
generalization of this study. Using Konglish in an English class makes students
have interest, confidence and a better attitude for English.

Findings of this study have definite curricular implications. Konglish can no
longer be regarded as a broken English that should be corrected and forbidden
to use. Konglish can be a valuable material to help motivate students. Therefore,
to meet the needs and levels of English learners, it is necessary to find more

effective ways and materials to teach English.
