In The Marriage of Heaven and Hell Blake presents not only the principles of contraries,
which is the peculiar way of seeing the world, but also a critical inquiry of the prophetic
career. In order to bring forth the mental apocalypse in the reader. The Marriage attempts
to get rid of conventional approaches to life through the principle of contraries, the disjointed
structure, and the juxtaposition of disparate elements, and biting satire. The prophet-poet
examines, defines. and justifies his purpose, his source of inspiration, his prophetic tradition.
He also makes experiments with diverse forms of presentation to find a proper vehicle for
his prophecy.

Conclusively speaking, Blake renders his prophetic perception of the world through his own
rhetorical and experimental poetic devices such as syntactical and semantic ambiguities, and
organic and transfiguring uses of religious. political, and literary traditions. And he also
revisions the visions and rhetoric of his predecessors and delivers the reader’s mentality from
the confines of established conception and conventional modes of thinking and awakens
man’s dormant capacity for perception of the infinite in the world. Finally, Blake intends to
build ‘New Jerusalem’ or Eternity, a democratic world, in which the variety and individuality
of all individuals coexist in harmony and all of beings have a organic and active relationship
to each other.
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
