The purpose of this study is to investigate the effect of children’s English poetry
writing in elementary school English curriculum by analyzing poems written by
students according to the English poem writing class.

Literature including poetry, which is consists of the contents of life of human
Literature including poetry, which is consists of the contents of life of human beings,
is not only draws student interest naturally, but it is also a good educational
material that induces motivation and interest of students with the elements of
culture and expression. Works of literature, which can show the use of authentic
language in plenty of context, is useful material to deliver the value and ideas of
society. Therefore, if the language classes use appropriate poetry, the class could
proceed with active and variety than before.

Accordingly, I have investigated the effect of children’s English poem writing in
elementary school English curriculum by analyzing poems which were written by

students who were under my care for two years from 2012 to 2013.

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The results of this study are follows:

First, through the children’s poetry writing class in elementary school, students
were able to conduct writing as a process of expressing their ideas in English by
using elements of poetry properly, even though it was not perfect. According to
the poetry writing class, they extended their opportunities of experiences with
expressing ideas in English and reached a level where they were able to create
their own, using their own ideas and feelings. By this process, they improved
their abilities to express their ideas and feelings in English.

Second, thanks to the poetry writing class in elementary school, they have
changed their inclination and attitude to English learning. They used experiences
they have in during their ordinary life at school as contents of their poetry. And
the fact that they could write their ideas in English has made them to feel more
confident.

Because of this study I would consider the value of poetry writing instruction
in elementary education of English.

First, the students of the English poetry writing class are better able to express
what they want, and their interest in English and the class contribute to decrease
their anxiety and burden of writing in English.

Second, thanks to the class of English poetry writing, students were able to
improve their communication ability derived from their ability of expressing ideas
in English in class.

Third, because the nature of the poetry class allows for free and concise writing,
it enables lower level students to develop their writing skills equally with higher
level students - something that is missing from the regular English curriculum.

Fourth, children’s English poetry writing can give interest and pleasure to
students and be a tool which can make it possible for students to do authentic

writing.
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
