This study was geared to compare and examine the vocabulary lists
used in 6th-grade English textbooks which were newly introduced in
2015 according to the 2009 revised national curriculum. The five
textbooks published by different authors and publishers(textbook A,
textbook B, textbook C, textbook D, textbook E) were investigated in
terms of basic vocabulary ratio, the number of new words in each unit,
their frequency, distribution, parts of speech and syllables respectively.
The results were as follows:

First, the number of new vocabulary presented in each textbook was
143 words (textbook A), 137 words (textbook B), 139 words (textbook C).
135 words (textbook D), 135 words (textbook E). The average number of
new words used in each unit ranged from 3 to 19 words. Each of the
textbooks contained about 140 new words. However, some of them



contained much more new words in a unit, making those textbooks less
accessible.

Second, the new word lists of the five textbooks properly complied with
the basic word lists recommended by 2009 Revised National Curriculum.
The ratio of compatibility with the recommended vocabulary lists turned
out to be 76.25% in textbook A, 72.3% in textbook B, 78.4% in textbook
C, 79.3% in textbook D and 66.7% in textbook E.

Third, in terms of the frequency of words in the five textbooks, words
appearing more than six times accounted for 41.9% in textbook A,
29.9% in textbook B, 51.7% in textbook C, 55.5% in textbook D, and
59.3% in textbook E. The distribution rate of words over 4 in textbook
A, B, C, D and E respectively accounted for 14.7%, 10.2%, 8.6%, 8.1%
and 10.4%.

Fourth, of the new word lists the ratio of content words was much
higher than that of function words. The content words were frequently
used in the order of nouns, adjectives and verbs. As for syllables, most
of the words were words with one or two syllables, covering 83.7% ~
90.9%. Hence, the vocabulary used in the text books were found
adequate in terms of speech parts and syllables.

Based on the finding above, this study offered some suggestions for
selecting English textbooks. Also, this study showed the directions of
what words should be taught and how the words should be arranged in
the textbook to ensure efficient repetitive learning.
