An Analysis of Vocabulary Activities in Middle School First

and Second Year English Textbooks

The purpose of this study is to analyze vocabulary activities in middle
school first and second year English textbooks by the 2009 curricular revision
in order to see how vocabulary activities in English textbooks are presented
to improve learner’s vocabulary ability for communication and how different
the number of vocabulary activities and the diversity of activity contents are
in those textbooks. By doing so, this study intends to suggest vocabulary
activities needed to be supplemented in the future.

To achieve this goal, three middle school first and second year English
textbooks were chosen. Seven types of vocabulary activities were analyzed

based on such analysis criteria as definition, contextual inferencing, lexical

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relations, word formation, free association, audio—visual aids and vocabulary
games used in the classrooms for learner’s effective vocabulary learning are
established. In accordance with these seven criteria of analysing vocabulary
activities, based on activities presented in listening, speaking, reading and
writing from unit 1 to 10 of the textbooks, the number of vocabulary
activities and the diversity of vocabulary activity contents were analysed.

The results of this study can be summarized as follows:

First, three middle school first and second year English textbooks
generally presented various vocabulary activities. However, a few kind of
activities such as contextual inferencing, audio-visual aids are excessively
emphasized. The average rate of contextual inferencing and audio-visual aids
activities of three middle school English textbooks showed respectively the
rate of 39%, 249 in the first year English textbooks and the rates of 35%
and 24% in the second year English textbooks. In addition, some kinds of
activity contents such as ‘fill-in-the-blank’, ‘finding words related to the
picture’ are more focused on the textbooks than other activity contents.

Second, there were differences of the number of vocabulary activities and
the diversity of vocabulary activity contents between first and second year
English textbooks. Compared to the first year English textbooks, in the
second year English textbooks, the number of vocabulary activities decreased
and the diversity of vocabulary activity contents became insufficient. The first
yvear English textbooks utilized contextual inferencing and audio-visual aids
well but it needs to supplement more vocabulary activities using lexical
relations and word formation. The second year English textbooks made good
use of lexical relations and word formation but it should add a variety of free
association, audio—visual aids vocabulary activities.

In conclusion, based on the above findings, this study suggests that
particular types and contents of vocabulary activities are given too much

presentations in middle school first and second year English textbooks. For
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organizing the next English textbooks, vocabulary activities should be
presented without being concentrated in certain type of vocabulary activities
and contents. To give students interests in learning vocabulary and help them
learn vocabulary effectively to communicate in English, various types and

contents of vocabulary activities should be suggested.
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
