The Interaction of Folk Song and Other Oral Literature

— With Emphasis on Folk Songs and Proverbs of Jeju Island —

Oral literature is a literature banded down by word of mouth, It forms a strong
factor of the cocperative work, At times, it makes an interchange among the
literary works, within the same genre and even beyond the genre,

In this paper, the actual corditions of the interchange are analyzed, It is belicved
this study is greztly needed in explaining the transmission origin cof oral literature
ard clerifing the consciousness of the people enjoying oral literature. The scope of
the study is so wide that the analytic object is limited to the folk songs and proverbs
of Jeju Do,

The conclusions are summed up here,

1) One of the remarkable interchanges of folk songs and oral literature is that of
folk congs and proverbs, This may be because they arc quite similiar to each other, :

2) The folk song and the proverb are resemblant in many ways, ie., @ both of
them are oroducts of the unprofessional people, @ they are succinct because of the
short forin, (@ they express the living conditions of the peopie and the iniegration
of their wisdom, @ as the subject they deal with the visible and concrete things
clese to the daily life, ® they have the regional uniqueness, The regional peculiarity
of the folk song is more remarkable than that of the proverb,

3) The interchange of folk songs and proverbs of Jeju Do are divided into three
types, @ the proverb becomes the version of folk song itself, @ the proverb is
inserted into the part of the folk song, @ the change of expression in the proverb
occurs due to its melting in the folk song,

4) The present study makes an analysis of the theme for the folk songs which are
interchanged With proverbs, There are many Kinds of themes based on nature (29
versicns, ), Dpersonal affairs (28 versions, ), home (24 versions,), married life (12
versions, ), vocation (8 versions, ), clothes and food (10 versions,), the nobility and
officials (g versions, ), These subject matters are concerned with the daily life of the
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people, They are apt to express the geographical, historical and social conditions,

5) As the Tesult of classification of Jeju Do folk songs which are interchanged with
proverbs, there are many songs sung when people are grinding grains and woman
divers song, An overwhelming number of the songs sung When grinding grains mounts
up to two thirds of Jeju Do folk songs, which are interchanged with proverbs, This
means that the songs sung when grinding grains are excellent both in number and
quality,

The reason why another kinds of many songs are woman divers’ song, for the song
is handed down only in Jeju Do, The superiority of work songs is one of the
characteristics of Jeju Do folk songs, The interchange with proverbs, as a rule, is
made with putting first importance in work songs,

6) A study on an interchange of oral literature shall be done in the future, Only
in that case the essential study of folk songs and proverbs can be done, After the
study it is possible to analyze each genre of oral literature, Through this study the
eollateral basis of an argument can be consolidated in order to clarify the consciousness
of the people who enjoy and hand down oral literature, Furthermore, when we
examine closely the interchanging conditions between oral literature and written liter-

ature, we can make out the original source of literature,
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
