Controversial points and Reform Measures of
Tourism Development

— in Jeju province —

In this study, I brought out the controversial points in developing important
recreation areas by on-the-spot surveys, Also, I suggested reform measures for
tourism development of outdoor recreation resorts in accord with tourism develop-
ment theory, The important centents of this study can be summarized as follows :

1) As a result of their concern for tourists’ convenience, a) authorities give
priority to tourist facilities over natural tourist resources: for example, resting
places, washrooms and toilets, and facilities for drinking water, which have been
built quite contrary to the goal of protecting the natural environment, Therefore,
preservation of the natural environment should be required, b) roads leading into
the tourist recreation areas have been poorly maintained in spite of the continuous
increases in tourist use, Therefore, their complete reconstruction is inevitable,

Espcially, it is most urgent to construct a quality climbing path up to Mount
Halla,

2) Hotels are unevenly distridbuted ; most of them are in Jeju City end Seogwipo,
The increase of accomodations in single places will lead to their continuing enlar-
gement, The result is an increace in a) cut-throat competition during the off-
season, and b) uninteresting tour routes, In the end, the image of Jeju-do as a
tourist recreation resort is tarnished, If this is the case, the project to distribute
tourist facilities into several locations is desirable,

3) I have suggested some reform measures for the future protection of Mount
Halla, considering the steady increase in climbers, For example, the tourist
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facilities under construction at the Yiongsil area, within the national park, and on
the 1, 100 meter hill within the protection of the national park, are main obstacles
to the protection of the national park, I think the establishment of these facilities
is controversial, and due to the interests of private capital,

4) Important tourist recreation resorts don’t function well as bases for outdoor
recreation, Swimming, sea-fishing, mountain-climbing and hunting are the objects
of outdoor recreation in which Jeju Province excells, However, swimming and
fishing are local pastimes, while hunting is an interest of foreigners, Since modern
tourism trends emphasize recreation, for example SIT (Special Interest Tours),
it is logical that measures of reform for tourism development in Jeju Province
emphasize the development of recreation resources,
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
