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Summary

A Study on Alternative on the Basis of Community as a
Linkage Pole between Politico-administrative System and People

Koh Chang-hun

This article explores possibility to reconstruct alternative model on the basis of sense of
community in our historical context. This simple insight has paved the way for a real alternative to
recover sense of community in Korea today.

First, I will begin by briefly reviewing meaningful heritage of community that had formed
through our history. Honik Ingan (442 Al) is our root of sense of community.But the way of this
humanistic political philosophy, we had institutionalized Hwabaik (FIf1) of Sila dynasty{»
Kugsangseongeo (40%% ) of Baigje and Chegapeongyi ( # %) of Koguroe (a kind of leaders’
meeting) in order to choice king through participation of upperclass leaders. And we had obtained
experience of syn‘thesizing In (12) and Mun (%) from continuous policy from Sejong (#52) to
Seongjong(1%52) through Yi-danasty.Chungyakyong as a outside scholar developed and crystalized
Silhak Sasang (E#4.#). He proposed alternative model to provide peaceful linkage ground
between governing elite and people. We obtained outstanding heritage of alternative on the basis of
community from Dure () Community, Chipganso (3 %4:) and Manmin (%) Community
through past century.

Second, I will try to compare Dure community with Gemeinde Community of Swiss and
Kibbutzium community at main points of principle of community.

In my opinion, there are two dimension in order to accomplish alternative model of community.
One dimension is goal as value, another is process as procedure. On the basis of two assumption, I
posits the structure of task in order to manage successfully alternative on the basis of community
that composes of four goals (1. direct participation, 2. social equity, 3. liberty, 4. humanism) and
four processes (1. people with right consciousness, 2. formation of goals, 3. formation of
organization and alternative of community, 4. linkage with total society). We will obtain sixteen
tasks from this metrix of alternative structure in order to reconstruct sense of community. Without a
strong sense of community, gap between politico-administrative system and people will be deeper
and wider.

Much work needs to be done within a practical perspective on alternative model of community
to clarify its concepts, framework as well as to asses its capacity to apply to real world in various

parts of our society,
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
