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Summary

Lexical Semantics and the Teaching of English

Hwang On-lack

As one of the ways in which the teacher of English can help students improve their
lexical competence the following suggestions are offered for the teacher.

First, the teacher makes use of “expression patterns” for meanings of lexical items.
The expression pattern looks like this : “(Person) be (Number) (Year) old” for the sen-
tence She is eleven years old. For “Person” comes any noun phrase denoting a human being.
The item “be” is realized as i was, etc., according to the context. For “Number” comes
any cardinal number. For “Year” comes either year or years. The order of items before and
after the expression pattern is as follows : first, a concept and its particular meaning for
the sentence, both in Korean, and then the expression pattern, and finally, example
sentences including the expression pattern.

Second, the teacher makes use of “semantic fields” in order to classify the expression
patterns students have learned. The criterion employed in this article for the classification
is the everyday life of a student. In the first place for the classification comes “The
Body.” And then “Food, Clothing, and Shelter,” the three elements of a human life.
Next, “Subjects” learned at secondary school, as history, society, science, music, etc.

And finally, “Other Terms” to include all the other terms not included in the above fields.
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
