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Summary

A Study on Concepts and Principles of
Welfare for the Aged

Han Chang-young

There have been many concepts of welfare for the aged. In the past, concepts of wel-
fare for the aged have been dealt with in a narrow sense. And at present, concepts of
welfare for the aged have been debated in a broad sense. Therefore in time to come,
concepts of welfare for the aged should have been adopted in a wide sense.

In addition, concepts of welfare for the aged should not be dealt with in a static
approach, but in a dynamic approach.

In the meantime, principles of welfare for the aged are divided into two categories, that
is, principles by the aged and principles for the aged.

Firstly, principles by the aged consist of principle of independence, principle of health
and principle of planning.

Secondly, principles for the aged have been dealt with in many aspects, that is, aspect
of family, aspect of community, aspect of nation and aspect of international society.

In short, the local autonomy being enacted, it is necessary that principles for the- aged
in an aspect of community should be widely prevailed. But it remains to be seen whether
those principles related to community will be developed or not. To tell the truth, the local
autonomy in Korea could not have been enacted during last 30 years, so that the local
autonomy could not be developed. Nowadays the local autonomy lets it be well known to
be enacted from 1991 on.

In conclusion, it is desirable that principles for the aged in an aspect of community be

-

developed after the enactment of the local autonomy in Korea.
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
