The best plays are created by a ”"tight ensemble.” This means
that the actors know each other well and that they trust each other.
They seek advice from one another and ask for feedback. They do
not fear making "mistakes” in rehearsals. That is what rehearsals
are for. The same situation is beneficial to a group language
learners. They should feel free to criticize one another in a
constructive manner, and they should learn to enjoy experimenting
with the new language in front of their peers.

Until now in teaching English as a foreign language, the teaching of reading
has been badly neglected primarily due to the overemphasis on speaking and
listening. Although recognizing the importance of reading today, which is no less
important than oral-aural skills, teachers are likely to make little effort to develop
reading skills. Thus, this thesis deals with the techniques and the teaching model
suitable to develop reading skills and teach learners to feel interesting. And this

study consists of six chapter.

The first chapter introduces the purpose and range of this thesis. 1 examined
the definition of reading (or reading comprehension) and the major factors affecting
it in the second chapter. Reading can be siad to be recognizing and decoding words

In the third chapter, I consider how to teach these skills according to the learners’
lcarning  levels. Their levels are divided into three parts: beginning  level,
intermediate level, and advanced level. In the fourth chapter, to read a text
cffectively teachers are to study how to improve the major reading skills. [lence
more  concrete  teaching  techniques  are presented here by giving  some  related
examples. In the f{ifth chapter, 1 suggest six phases teaching model to usc these
reading skills: introduction, review, prereading, while-reading, postreading, consolidation.
Then prereading, while-reading, and postreading can be contained in presentation
and development. This.method is made to change phases according to the difficulty
of text. So far I have discussed how to improve reading skills. At the end I

anlicipate the effects of this teaching model in the sixth chapter.

Although [ recognize the importance of selecting a text, the difficulty of a text
suitable for the learners’ level is not discussed here. Therefore I hope the problem
