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Interview with Sloth Canopy Researcher:
Bryson Voirin

What is your job description?

I am a biologist studying the behavior and ecology of two- and three-toed sloths. Right now I am
studying biclogy and ecology at New College of Florida, and working in the rainforests of Panama
with the Smithsonian Tropical Research Institute.

What do you study now?

Basically T am lrying Lo understand why sloths move so slowly, as well as a few olher weird things
aboul them. We use radio-collars Lo lrack sloth movements in the algae thal (exist) inside the hairs of
sloths, something that normally does nol occur in any other mammals. T am looking to see if maybe
there is some benefit for the sloth to have algae.

What is the best thing about your job?

The best part of my job is getting to climb trees in the rainforest. T'rees in the tropics are some of the
biggest in the world, reaching over 150" tall. The view from the tops of the trees is amazing. A lot of
times when I am up there troupes of monkeys come climbing by, sometimes stopping to look at me
and wonder what T am doing up there with them.

What is the worst part about your job?

The worst thing, or hardest thing, is actually finding the sloths to start with. Sloths are very good at
hiding. They usually live at the tops of trees, and can have greenish fur. We have to walk through the
forest all day with our heads tilted up, looking for dark spots with hair. Sometimes it can take us
weeks to find a single sloth.

What inspired you to first study science?

Ever since I was little, I was always fascinated with National Geographic magazine. I used to imagine I
was one of the scientists in each issue, exploring unknown lands or catching wild animals. I always
knew thal was what I wanled to do.

“Hawaii's Endangered Happy Face Spider”

#1 Meetl Theridion Grallator, meaning “happy face spider.” This little arachnid, found
in Hawaiian rainforests, is quite small. It measures only 5 millimeters in length, at
most!

#2 The happy face spider’s name comes from the unique pattern found on its pale-

colored back. The marks resemble two circles that look like eyes. There is a curved
shape below, similar to a smile.

#3 Some scientists think the spider may have developed these sirange markings as a
way to warn predators, such as birds. However, not all scientists agree on this
theory. Some believe the features may do nothing to help the spider avoid its
enemies.

#4 The happy face spider generally tries to stay out of the limelight. It lives its life on
the undersides of leaves, deep in the rainforest. This can make it difficult for
scienlists lo locate and study.

#5 One scientist, Dr. Geoff Oxford, has studied the happy face spider for nearly twenty
years. In an interview in 2009, Dr. Oxford said the spider is very difficult to find
because it is in danger of extinction. He stated that the species was under threat
from non-native animals brought to the islands.

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Towering over the East River, the Brooklyn Bridge is one of New York City's famous landmarks.
Nowadays, many people take it for granted, but back in the 1800s it was something people only
dreamt of. The bridge’s construction cost more than $320 million in today’s money and the lives of
over two dozen people. In particular, the family in charge of the project paid a high price to create
the impressive bridge we all know and love today. This is the story of how the Roeblings built the

Brooklyn Bridge.

In the 1860s, the populations of Manhattan and Brooklyn were rapidly increasing, and so was

the number of the commuters between them. Thousands of people took boats and ferries across
the East River every day, but these forms of transport were unstable and frequently stopped by bad
weather. Many New Yorkers wanted to have a bridge directly connecting Manhattan and Brooklyn
because it would make their commute quicker and safer. Unfortunately, because of the East River’s
great width and rough tides, it would be difficult to build anything on it. It was also a very busy

river at that time, with hundreds of ships constantly sailing on it.

Any bridge over the river would need to be a very high suspension bridge. Considering the
limited technology in those days, building such a bridge seemed impossible. That is, people thought
it was impossible until John Roebling, an expert at building suspension bridges, accepted the

challenge.

John proposed the use of steel cables-instead of iron ones-that would be six times stronger

than needed to support the bridge. In addition, he planned to build two large stone towers to hold
up the bridge’s road and allow people to walk across it. If his ideas worked, the final result would
be the longest, strongest suspension bridge ever built. John's ambition inspired people, so
construction began in 1869. However, he was involved in a ferry accident later that year and died
of an infection not long after. It looked like his ambitious plan was destined to fail shortly after it

had been launched.

Luckily, John's role as chief engineer was succeeded by his son, Washington Roebling. Because

he had built bridges with his father and studied bridge construction in Europe, he believed in John's

dream. At that time, the foundations for the bridge's two towers were being built in the East River,
which was extremely difficult and dangerous work. Workers had to stay at the bottom of the river
in a waterproof box with little light and constant danger. Many died or were permanently injured
by a serious disease called “*the bends,” including Washington Roebling. In 1872, he developed this
disease and was unable to move easily or visit the construction sites throughout the rest of the

project.
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Other people would have quit at that point, but not Washington. He continued to supervise
the bridge building for years by watching it through a telescope from his bedroom. However, there
were still many things he could not do despite all his efforts. Once again, the project seemed likely

to be abandoned.

To everyone's amazement, yet another Roebling stepped in to save the bridge. This time, it was
Washington’s wife, Emily Warren Roebling. As she believed in what her family had started, and she

was determined to see it through. Before marriage, she knew nothing about engineering. As her

husband’s health failed, though, Emily began passing his instructions to the assistant engineers and
bringing back their construction reports. In the process, she naturally picked up a lot of information
about bridge building. With his assistance, she also studied higher mathmatics and engineering so

hard that she became an expert in them without ever going to college!

By the time the bridge was finished in 1883, Emily was carrying out many of the chief engineer’s
duties, which was unprecedented for a woman in those days. Many people praised her contributions

to the project, and she became the first person to cross the bridge. It was the moment she,

Washington, John, and everyone else who built the bridge had worked so hard for.

To this day, the Brooklyn Bridge stands as evidence of the Roebling family's persistence. These
amazing people made incredible sacrifices and overcame all obstacles to complete a project that
seemed impossible to others. Not only did they prove their doubters wrong, but they also achieved

an accomplishment that inspired us to do the impossible.

A Study for Improving Text-Dependent Questions

in High School English Textbooks Based on Close Reading

The new National Curriculum of Korea (2015) has been emphasizing
on student-centered and task-based learning more than ever. However,
this TBL class often ends up with students just having fun, with not
much academic achievement. In fact, according to a study, advanced
language learners often consider TBL not very helpful for improvement
of their academic performance. Strange thing is that while TBL is widely
used in English class, when it comes to teaching reading, traditional
method, which is teach-centered and translation-oriented, is still
prevalent. Indeed, the traditional methodology, after all those criticisms
on it, still is the most frequently used one in reading class according to
some investigative studies on English reading instruction in Korea. As a
result, this study proposes Close Reading as an alternative reading

teaching method.

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Close reading is a teaching method in which students read a text
multiple times, each time with text-based questions for them to deal
with. Questions are organized in terms of understanding levels, starting
from explicit meaning of text to text structure and craft, and then to
implicit meaning. As they search for answers to the questions and its
evidences, their understanding of the text gets deeper. In short, Close
Reading is a question-based teaching method.

The purpose of this study is threefold: (a) to investigate text-based
questions in a Korean English textbook for their variety and quality, (b)
to study questions used in Close Reading for effective text-based
questions, and (c) to suggest examples of improved questions for Korean
English textbooks.

The results of the investigation into text-based questions in the
textbook show that each text has about 7.25 questions, which seems not
to be enough to help students understand the text effectively, concerning
the text length of 4-5 pages. Another problem is that the questions are
mostly checking for explicit understanding, details in particular, and not
for overall and implicit understanding of the text. Regarding types of
questions, most frequently used questions are closed-ended questions
such as multiple choice questions, questions which require brief fact
based answers or yes/no answers. Those questions do not require much
effort to answer; some of them even allow students a 50% chance of
guessing the correct answer. Overall, those questions in the textbook
lack good questions to help students understand the text deeply.

Regarding the investigation of questions used in Close Reading, the
questions are offered in an order that helps students to follow through
the text in an “orderly manner . Most of the time, questions start from
checking general understanding to details and from literal to figurative

meaning. Questions also invite students to use various reading strategies
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and skills such as categorization of information, compare and contrast,
understanding figurative meaning, inferring unfamiliar words using
context clues and affixes, encouraging development of higher order
thinking skills.

Lastly, this study suggests a sample alternative reading questions to
those in Korean textbook, designed based on close reading methodology.
The questions were designed in a way that helps students understand
texts better and deeper by checking literal meaning, text structure &
vocabulary, inferential meaning in order. Considering the fact that
Korean students are EFL learners, questions asking grammar/sentence
structure explicitly are added and for the purpose of higher thinking
skills, all questions are designed wh- questions.

In conclusion, this study investigated Close Reading as an alternative
to the traditional teacher-centered reading class in Korea. Although not
much research has been done on Close Reading in Korea, I believe this
approach could be a great fit for the teaching method that the new 2015
curriculum is looking for; it is a student-centered discussion class,
encouraging students to discover the deep meaning of texts. In terms of
future research, I suggest 1) experimental research on effectiveness of
Close Reading in Korean class and 2) study on texts used in Close

Reading.
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
