Hence, after we set
up the continual concept of the security and unification, without sacrificing which thing in
the middle term that we can approch two's concept succesivly., At this time, the middle
concépt that we look for is the very peace, and the balanced breakthrough is the cross-
recognition between South and North Korea by the Four Powers(USA, USSR, China,
Japan). The cross-recogniton between South and North Korea will set up the system of
the peace between South and North Korea, this will contribute toward the settlement of
the peace in the Korean Peninsula. In the addition, by operating the normalization of the
relation between South and North Korea on the foundation of that, it will also affect the
accumulation of the unification-capacity.

Consequently, these courses will be an essential element that will carry up the
