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Summary

A Study on the Russo-Japanese War

—Around Japan’s Policy of Aggression against Korean Peninsula—

There have been two aspects of why Korea had turned its sovereignty over Japan.

One finds its reason from domestic circumstance, i.e., failure of modernization.

It means Korea didn't break from feudalistic idea that resulted in underdeveloped
nation.

The other is the explanation from standpoint of international politics which was
reflecting the battleground for imperial expansionism.

Without knowing what is going on outside the country, consequently without showing
any effort to respond, Korea became a victim to the turmoil of international politics.

Especially, Japan, since Meiji Restoration of 1868, had built up its national power and
took advantage of expansionism to advance to the continental.

Japan dared war adventures with China and Russia and won in both wars that paved
the way of colonization over Korea.

In sum, the late 19C history around us illustrates what and how we, as a small

country, have to do with regard to any new development of international politics.
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
